After-Care Centre children are collected by reporting to the school’s reception for collection times 
before 3:45pm, and to the pedestrian gate in front of the second building after 3:45pm.  Children are 
fetched by a messenger, which can take up to 15 minutes. 
 
After-Care Centre children may be collected at any time after Pebbles opens, but not later than 5:30pm.    
A fee of R200 per hour, or part thereof, will be charged for collection after 5:30pm.  No discount or 
refund is available if learners are collected before 5:15pm.  If parents/guardians are unable to collect 
their children on time due to extenuating circumstances, they may notify the After-Care Centre manager 
directly by calling the After-Care Centre cell number, 072 247 4341. 
 
To ensure the safety of After-Care Centre children, they may only be collected and signed out by the 
parent/guarding signing the After-Care Centre contract, or by a person nominated in the contract.  The 
child will not be released to a person who is not duly authorised by the parent/guardian who signed the 
contract.

The Pebbles After-Care Centre is available only to learners who are registered with Cornerstone 
College.  There is no application fee. 
 
To apply to register your child for the Pebbles After-Care Centre, please complete and sign the Pebbles 
registration form and contract and submit it to the school registrar.  The After-Care Centre contract 
must be signed by the same person who signed the school contract. 
 

2026 FEE STRUCTURE:

This may be one or more individual afternoons, a month, a term, or the whole year.
